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   Excell Heritage Award 2026
The Awards are given annually, in remembrance of our late Chair, Robert Excell, to highlight the best work completed by a heritage organisation, society, or individual over the past calendar year (2025). Applicants need not be MKHA members. The winning project will receive a £500 prize, to be used to fund local heritage work, presented at an event held in June 2026. Additional prizes may be given for commended projects.

The local heritage project should be completed in the 2025 calendar year. Projects which have been undertaken and completed, with the benefit of an MKHA/MKCC grant need not apply, as they will be automatically considered for an Award. The heritage projects may be undertaken in collaboration with other funding partners.

The judging panel for the Award, will be drawn from the MKHA Executive Committee.
Examples of suitable local projects are activities linked to Heritage Open Days or other planned heritage events and exhibitions, opening heritage buildings to the public, community  projects, village trails (with direct local school input), school visits and reminiscences, heritage booklets, newsletters, interactive exhibitions in the community, competitions, oral history recording, digital archiving and photography, training course costs, archaeological investigations and equipment, safeguarding archives, heritage impact studies, youth or ethnic group heritage study, digital Apps development and purchase of hardware and software and display material to assist a project.

Application forms should be submitted by the end of February 2026 following the completion of the project in 2025.
